DRAMAS MAY BE SUBMITTED IN THE FOLLOWING CATEGORIES

Group performances, i.e., dramas involving multiple cast members are encouraged. Performances by individuals (mono-acting) are discouraged and will not be reviewed favorably.


Note: High caliber dramas will be given preference 


a) All dramas must be in Kannada.  Drama entries by youth are also preferred in Kannada.


However entries in English from youth members may be considered, provided the content is related to the conference theme of “Golden Karnataka-Past, Present and Future.” Such entries are limited to a maximum of 30 minutes. Only one exceptional entry in this category may be selected for presentation. 


b) Duration: Main Stage performances are limited to a maximum of 1 hour.  Plays with durations greater than one hour will only be considered for the parallel stage. Skits may not exceed durations of 30 minutes. Selection of dramas for the stage A versus stage B is at the discretion of the WKC Drama Committee and their decisions are final. 


c) Materials Required for Submission:  In addition to the Entry Form, the following must be submitted: 


Good quality video of the proposed play, preferably in costume. If not available, video of a rehearsal may be submitted.
